Jesse Tree Scripture and Ornament
This advent season we will be creating a Jesse Tree in our class.

Jesse was the father of the great King David of the Old Testament. He is often looked upon as the first person in the genealogy of Jesus. 

The Jesse tree represents Jesus' family tree. The name is taken from Isaiah 11:1, in which Jesus is referred to as a shoot coming up from the stump of Jesse, the father of David.  The ornaments on the Jesse tree tell of Jesus' ancestors, and of the events leading to Jesus' birth.

Project

Each student will be responsible for one day of advent. On your day, you will share your Bible verse with the class. You will also bring in an ornament that you have made that matches your Bible verse. If you have a Saturday, you will go Friday. If you have a Sunday, you will present Monday.   The last week before break, we will double up to read the rest of the Scriptures.
